District Improvement Progress
While also learning how to teach students both
online and in-person, our teachers and staff rose
to the challenge of continuing to work on the areas
we identified for improvement for this year.

= Our Math team completed work related to
identifying and encouraging proper math language,
created systems to help improve the math talk
between students during Spring Math and created
visible displays for the classrooms to help reinforce
all of this work for students and teachers. Parent
communication tools were also developed to
help parents better understand Spring Math.

= _ Our Rigor team worked on helping teachers

develop online assessments, examined the Teaching
and Assessment Expectations Guide to make sure
it was updated and used it to train new teachers.

= Our Relevance and Relationships team was
able to pull off our first fully virtual career day at the
end of March and some of our students have reported
that they have determined their future plans based
on the impact this event had on them! Our teachers
implemented an Advisory time in MS and HS to
create an avenue o be more connected with students
and staff worked together to share ways to increase
student engagement both online and in-person.
